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Summary

People of African ancestry are at increased risk of developing kidney
diseases but specific treatments are not yet available. Genetic
changes in people of African ancestry may make some kidney
diseases more likely to occur. We need to find out more about
kidney health in people of African ancestry living in the UK, including
people with and without genetic changes, in order to develop new
therapies.
